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Art 1. ICEED is acting as a sub-regional informal body/assembly with the main purpose to enhance cooperation and contacts in the field of meteorology, hydrology and related disciplines;
Art 2. ICEED is established on voluntary and mutual basis by the south east European NMSs / NMHSs Directors 
Art 3. ICEED aims at facilitating, promoting and strengthening professional sub-regional relationships, capacity building, expertise and technology transfers;

Art 4. ICEED cooperates in order to minimize individual NMSs / NMHSs effort and optimize common progress; 

Art 5. ICEED is considering the principle of equality, mutual support and individual decisions;

Art 6. ICEED is guided according to regulations of WMO and other related international organizations and acting under each of the partners national laws;

Art 7. ICEED should maintain permanent contact with WMO sub-regional Office for Europe;

Art 8. ICEED is an instrument of common progress and integration to the European structures;

Art 9. ICEED by its activities should operate by its own resources with the possible WMO and other support;

Art 10. ICEED annual session is organized by each member. The meeting place and time should be established by consensus. The meeting agenda and other documentation should be prepared by the host country taking into account the other countries’ proposals;

Art 11. ICEED is open to meet other countries, which share the program for development of meteorological, hydrological and related activities in the region; 

Art 12. ICEED can establish Ad Hoc Groups for the common activities and projects.

· Exchange of additional data and products on bilateral and multilateral basis

· Exchange of early warnings in case of natural and civil disasters and other important information

·  Finalizing and submitting of the SEERAD project as a driving force to Opera in close collaboration with WMO

· Filling the gaps of the weather radar infrastructure in the sub-region (e.g. eastern part of Adriatic, central part of Bosnia, and other gaps)

· Filling the gaps of the lightning detection network

· Entering to GEO / GEOSS in close collaboration with WMO

· Workshops on Downscaling of the Global Climate Change Models (e.g. in Serbia - PRECISE) for the Sub-regional Purpose in close collaboration with WMO 

· Facilitating of bilateral and multilateral hydrological projects (e.g. Sava river and others) in close collaboration with WMO and EC

· Unification of the Climate Data Management Systems - CDMS (e.g. CLIDATA) and application of the Data Rescue (DARE) in close collaboration with WMO

· Establishing of the International  Advisers and exchanging of Country Profiles and other Focal Points in close collaboration with WMO

· Usage of the national capacities for the education and training on the sub-regional level in close collaboration with WMO (e.g. training centers, high schools, summer school on NWP)

· Support to establishing WMO calibration center for the sub-regional purposes
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
